Trustee Jennings asked about Election Judge lunch expenses. Heisler said that was what they did every election.  He also asked about a Marshall Pease bill.  John explained it was a bill the Highway Department refused to pay so he paid it.  Donna also explained why she didn’t pay it.

A motion was made to approve the Appointment of Kathi Knop for Trustee of the Nunda Rural Fire Protection District for a term of three (3) years commencing the first Monday in May, 2012 through the first Monday in May, 2015 by Trustee Jennings, seconded by Trustee Palmer.

A motion was made to place on thirty day review the Budget and Appropriation Ordinance for Fiscal Year 2012-1013 for the Town, Cemetery, GA, and all Road and Bridge Funds made by Schlader, seconded by Smith.
Trustee Jennings asked about the loan to cover the expenses for the rest of this fiscal year.  He was wondering where the repayment was in the budget.  Heisler said he would include it for the next meeting.  Trustee palmer questioned salaries for the cemetery budget.  Heisler explained that was administrative costs for selling and marking graves.

Motion to approve Milburn Cain & Co. CPA’s for 03/31/12 Audit.

Motion was never made.  Board members had another proposal from another firm, but no one knew, or was willing to say where it came from, or who solicited the bid.  Heisler said that he looked at that proposal when it magically appeared at his office, and felt they were not qualified to do the Audit because they have not done Municipal or Township Audits and they did business with the Road District.  Lisa Behm from the audience suggested that we try Eder Casella & Co.  She thought they had lots of experience with municipalities in the area.  Trustee Jennings asked how Heisler went about on his search.  He said he called and sent letters and felt that Milburn Cain & Co. was experienced and about the same price as our last Auditor.  Trustee Smith thought the board should have more than one to choose from and asked Mr. Heisler to solicit Eder Casella & Co.  He agreed to do so.
Motion to approve Resolutions for Eagle Scouts Troop 347, Jerome E. Becker, Michael N. Guerra and Tyler P. King made by Trustee Smith and seconded by Trustee Schlader.

New Business – Trustee Palmer asked Mr. Militello about any and all conversations he had with the Supervisor since the last meeting.  Mr. Militello said he could not recall anything specific.  He asked Heisler if he had borrowed the money yet approved by the Resolution passed at last months meeting.  Trustee Palmer presented a letter he received in the mail from an anonymous source signed “Sick of the crap” which mentioned an absentee problem with one of the employees at the Supervisor’s office.  Trustees Schlader and Jennings mentioned they had also received the letter at their home in the mail.  Trustee Palmer thought he should look into the matter and report at a later public meeting what he had found, in case the letter writer was in attendance.  Some of the public wanted to know what they could do about employees of the Township.  Mr. Militello explained that employee matters are discussed in Executive Session.  The meeting is taped and a record of the minutes is taken.  Every six months, the Board goes into Executive Session to decide whether the minutes and or tape should be made public.  If they decide to make it public record, at that point residents can have access to the information.
Old Business – no old business.
Reports: 
Clerk Provenzano – reminded everyone to submit the Economic Interest Report in a timely manner.
Highway Commissioner Kopsell – He estimates the road program going out for bid to come in at around 1.2 million dollars for next year.  He is going to trade two plow trucks.  Things are going smoothly at the Road District.  He credits the guys he has working there for making things so efficient.  Wood chips are getting caught up now that the grinder is fixed.
Assessor Jagla – assessments have been certified; letters have been sent out to those who appealed their assessment.  He said residents do not understand the taxes going up even if their assessment goes down, but the taxing bodies levy for what they need to run.  Tax bills should be out first week of May.
Trustee Palmer – Franchised waste hauling for his area was approved by the County Board and will begin May 1st.  It is a three year contract, an aggregate rate of 1400 homes and includes leaf pickup.

Trustee Schlader – Attended the watershed meeting.  CMAP was there.  They are doing signage for creeks in the area, and he has a Resolution for next month’s meeting.  He also brought brochures about silver creek for everyone to have a copy.

Public Comment  - Brent Smith asked Supervisor Heisler if any employee of the Township had ever received General Assistance.  Heisler said not to his knowledge.  He also asked what the requirements were for qualifying for assistance. Heisler explained the qualifications to him.  Donna Kopsell explained that the Evans, Marshall & Pease bill was for a copy of the Quick Book files.  They charged her $300.00.  She drove all the way to Rolling Meadows and they changed their mind and did not give her the files. So she didn’t pay the bill.  Mike Shorten inquired about the Forensic Audit, and if it was complete.  Donna said it would be soon.  Karen Tyniss asked if the anonymous letter would be public record, another resident asked why she couldn’t know the employees attendance issue if there was one.  Mr. Militello explained that employee matters are handled to protect the privacy of the employee.  Lori McConville thought the letter should not be given much weight because the writer didn’t sign their name.  Trustee Jennings thought it might be valid. Supervisor Heisler suggested that the conversation already taking place may put the Township at risk for a lawsuit from the employee.  Clerk Provenzano wanted a copy of Mr. Militello’s opinion on the legal bills for the record.  Mr. Militello gave each board member an envelope, contents unknown.
Adjournment:
A motion was made by Trustee Smith, seconded by Trustee Jennings, to adjourn.
